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Resolution 2

It has been proposed that the Constitution and Bylaws of the Utah State Firefighters’ Association be
amended as follows:

1. Alter the language of ARTICLE 6 (Untitled) to reflect the following changes:

Section 4. Nomination of officers shall be conducted throughout the year and shall conclude each year at the
commencement of the Association’s Convention proceedings. Any member desiring to obtain position on the
Board shall have his/her name presented for nomination, in accordance with Robert’s Rules of Order, at one
of the Association’s quarterly meetings. Once nominated, the member shall submit a brief biography,
outlining the reason(s) why the member is running for a position on the board, what organization they
represent, their length of tenure with the association and affiliated organization, a photograph of his/herself
and any other items/points of interest the member should desire to share with the body of the Association. A
copy of this biography shall be added to the Association’s website, so as to allow Association members to see
and familiarize themselves with the candidate(s) prior to voting at Convention.

Section 5. Voting for officers of the Association shall take place during the Association’s annual convention,
with votes being tallied and results announced during the Convention banquet. Only those members registered
as agency delegates (and/or proxy voters) shall be allowed to participate in election proceedings.

Section 6. All persons elected as officers of the Association shall take office at the quarterly meeting
immediately succeeding the annual Convention and shall subscribe to a sworn oath. The sworn oath shall be
administered by another elected officer of this Association and shall be as follows:

I, (state your full name) hereby solemnly and sincerely swear or affirm that I will without equivocation or
evasion, and to the best of my ability, abide by and live up to the Constitution and By-Laws of this Association;
that I will be faithful and honest in the discharge of my duties at all times and do all that lies within my power
to strengthen the Utah State Firefighters’ Association, to all of which I pledge my most sacred honor.

Section 7. Officers of the Association shall serve without compensation; however, they may be reimbursed
for expenses incurred in behalf of the Association. The Secretary, Steward and Treasurer shall receive
compensation as allowed in Article 6 of this Constitution. Reimbursement for expenses occurred shall be
established by the Trustees and shall be paid from the General Fund.

Section 8. All Officers of the Association shall be guaranteed against fraud and/or theft through an insurance
policy taken by and on behalf of the Association. This policy shall be renewed annually and shall be equal to
$50,000. Premiums for this policy shall be paid from the General Fund.

Section 9. All Officers upon completing their term in office shall return all Association property, funds,
records or other effects to the Secretary prior to the next quarterly meeting immediately following the annual
Convention. In the event an Officer becomes incapacitated and is unable to complete their term, the Officer





or Officer’s family shall return all Association property, funds, records or other effects to the Secretary. If
the Association property is not returned to the Board of Directors, by the Officer leaving office or the Officer’s
family, legal action may be taken by the Association to have the Association’s property returned. All officers
in the Association shall have means and ways available to have a responsible party retrieve all computed
records, fund accounts or other storage of Association property.

Section 10. The retiring President, Trustee, Secretary, Steward and Treasurer shall each receive a suitable
badge properly inscribed as to the office held and be presented to the retiring officer at the quarterly meeting
that succeeds the annual Convention.

Explanation for change: These changes are to speed up the process for voting of delegates at an annual
convention. Many organizations have moved to this style of election, and it allows members of the association
to get to know each delegate throughout the year prior to voting for them at the convention. The election
process will then be done at a ballot booth throughout the convention and counted prior to the Convention
Banquet by a body of Past Presidents. This will allow the hosting department the ability to cut the convention
shorter by 1 day if they so choose to do so, and cut down on time spent at the convention business meetings by
requesting names for delegates.
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Resolution 1

It has been proposed that the Constitution and Bylaws of the Utah State Firefighters’ Association be
amended as follows:

1. Alter the language of ARTICLE 6 (Untitled) to reflect the following changes:

Section 2. The Board of Directors are elected to manage the business and affairs of the Association and as
such are granted the power to adopt such rules, regulations, bylaws and guidelines, conduct meetings and
manage the Association, as they deem proper and within the scope of their elected duties outlined in Article
7.

2. Alter the language of ARTICLE 13 (Untitled) to reflect the following changes:

Section 1. Any proposed amendment to the Constitution and/or By-Laws that, by its nature is deemed as
having critical importance to the continued existence or success of the Association, by the Board of Directors,
shall be presented by the President for consideration of the delegates assembled during the Association’s
annual Convention. Before any such amendment shall be submitted to the delegates, it shall be presented to
the President in writing at one of the quarterly meetings, during the same organizational year (Installation to
Convention). Each of these amendments shall be reviewed, discussed, amended (as necessary) and voted on
by the Trustees. The outcome of these votes shall be entered into the record of the Association and declared
by the Senior Trustee during the Board’s presentation of the amendment to those present during the
Association’s annual Convention.

Voting on proposed amendments shall be completed on the final day of the Association’s annual Convention
and shall require a two-thirds majority vote by the delegates assembled for approval.

This amendment was presented before the Board of Trustees on October 12th, 2019 and approved for presentation
at the 112" Annual Convention scheduled to be held June 23-26, 2021 in Tropic, Utah.
